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Bibliography Procedure Log

1. We chose a third grade social studies GPS with Mrs. D’Angelo in mind since she is most likely to collaborate with Amy early in the school year. (knowledge)
2. We identified key words in the GPS to get an idea of where related resources might be located.  (knowledge) In this case, the names of famous Americans were the key terms, which led us directly to the biography section.  Additionally, we identified the subject headings of democracy, voting, elections, United Nations, United States, Supreme Court, presidents, women, labor leaders, American Revolution, African Americans, government, and freedom.

3. Because the OPAC was not working due to a lightning storm, we simply pulled books from the shelves of the biography section that pertained to each of the individuals in the GPS. (knowledge)
4. We then used our Dewey knowledge to identify the 300s and 900s as complimentary non-fiction that could be used with the biographies. (analysis)
5. We used the professional collection to find more specific Dewey numbers. (application)
6. We pulled supplemental materials from the 300s & 900s. (knowledge)
7. We then went through the books that we had pulled and eliminated those that did not meet our selection criteria, specifically due to old copyright dates and out of date language.  We kept some older books if they were the only one that focused on a specific person from the GPS and read parts of them to ensure accuracy. (evaluation)
8. Next, we wrote an annotated citation for each book including instructional uses. (comprehension except for the instructional uses, which involved the synthesis level)
9. The final step at Chase was to re-shelve the books in the non-fiction and biographies sections.(knowledge)
10. We made a list of the people from the GPS who were not well represented in the Chase Street collection. (knowledge)
11. We searched PINES using the names of these individuals for more recent books and AV materials. (knowledge)
12. We searched GIL using the names of these individuals for more recent books and AV materials.  We specifically chose books from the Curriculum Materials Center. (knowledge)
13. We searched Google and Yahooligans for interactive educational Internet resources related to the GPS. (evaluation)  

14. Finally, we wrote annotated citations for all materials from outside sources.  (comprehension except for the instructional uses, which involved the synthesis level)

Of 26 books located in the media center addressing the above topics, 9 were eliminated from our possible list of resources due to old copyright dates, outdated language (i.e. “Negro”), and the risk of misinformation.  The copyright dates ranged from 1946-1966.  A few books with old copyright dates were included in the bibliography because they are easily accessible, and we read through the chapters pertaining to the individual in the GPS to ensure that information was accurate.  Our selection policy from last semester, which was based on the criteria set forth by Clarke County School System’s District Selection Policy, was referenced at this time.

An illustrated history of the Constitution and the Bill of Rights, which express the fundamental American ideals of liberty, justice, and equality.  An instructional use would be to have students write brief reports on individuals from the standard and how they contributed to personal liberties.

Each letter of the alphabet is represented by an important woman in the history of the United States, as well as others in her same field of accomplishment.  This book would be a great introduction to the accomplishments of Susan B. Anthony, Mary McLeod Bethune, and Eleanor Roosevelt for the purposes of class discussion and to spark the interest of students to do further research on these women and others.

Cooney, B.  (1996).  Eleanor.  New York: Viking.  973.9 Coo

Presents the childhood of Eleanor Roosevelt who married a president of the United States and became known as a great humanitarian.  A read aloud would be an appropriate instructional use.

Davis, L.  (1999).  Cesar Chavez.  Mankato, Minnesota: Bridgestone Books. 331.88 Dav

Simple Spanish text presents the life story of the Mexican-American labor leader who achieved justice for migrant farm workers by creating a union to protect their rights.  Spanish-speaking students could use this book for research and report their findings to the class.  Teachers could show the pictures to the class while describing the actions taking place in each one.

Fradin, D. (1985).  Voting and elections.  Chicago: Children’s Press.  324.9 Fra

A brief history of elections and voting and an explanation of how these procedures work in the United States today.  Introduce the concept of voting and discuss groups of people who were excluded from the voting process such as poor people, Blacks, women, and Native Americans.

Freedman, R.  (1993).  Eleanor Roosevelt: A life of discovery.  New York: Clarion

Books.  B Roo

A photobiography of the first wife of a president to have a public life and a career of her own.  It could be used for research for a class performance on the life of Eleanor Roosevelt.

Freedman, R.  (1990).  Franklin Delano Roosevelt.  New York: Clarion Books.  B Roo

Photographs and texts trace the life of Franklin Delano Roosevelt from his birth in 1882 through his youth, early political career, and presidency, to his death in Warm Springs, Georgia, in 1945.  The biography could be used for research, class presentations, and class discussion of historical events.

An in-depth look at Paul Revere’s famous and not so well known accomplishments through a fast-paced and comical, yet authentic, story.  One instructional use would be read alouds and class discussion of what drives people to take risks and have courage.

Company.  920 G

A brief historical account of ten women who paved the way for women’s rights in America.  The book could be used to conduct research on Mary McLeod Bethune and her contributions to African American education.

Sleeping Bear Press.  320 Gro

Each letter of the alphabet is represented by famous Americans, documents, and concepts related to a democratic society.  Instructional uses include class discussion of the big ideas surrounding the individuals in the standard, spark an interest in how students can exercise their rights as American citizens (i.e. writing letters, petitions, etc.).  Additional instructional uses are suggested in the back of the book.

Hoobler, D. & Hoobler, T.  (2003).  We are Americans: Voices of the immigrant

experience.  New York: Scholastic, Inc.  304.873 Hoo

A history of immigration to America, from speculation about the earliest immigrants to the present day.  This book would be a supplemental material to the Cesar Chavez book to explain the events leading up to his desire to make a better life for American workers.

Value Communications Incorporated.  B Roosevelt

A biography of the first lady who not only aided her husband after he was stricken with polio but also served as a delegate to the United Nations where she helped start UNICEF.  This biography can be used to introduce students to the life and accomplishments of Eleanor Roosevelt and to explain the United Nations.

A basic guide to voting and the election process in the United States.  Instructional uses include class discussion on why people fought so hard for freedom and personal liberties, research on various aspects of obtaining and maintaining a democratic society, and presentations concerning historical events and people.

Books.  B Bet

Traces the life and achievements of the black educator who was instrumental in creating opportunities for blacks in education and government.  An instructional use would be for the teacher to read aloud and lead class discussion of complex ideas and vocabulary.

A look at how one ordinary woman had an extraordinary impact on women’s rights through a life of service and advocacy.  An instructional use would be to read aloud parts of the book and have a class discussion on how ordinary people are capable of doing great things.

A story of the United States told through the life and policies of each president.  This reference book could be used for research on a president, specifically Franklin D. Roosevelt or Lyndon B. Johnson, to compare presidents and spark interest for further research.

A biography of the man made famous by a poem about the American Revolution, placing his life and work in real historical context.  This book could be used to introduce the events of the American Revolution, create timelines, and discuss important issues of independence and freedom.

JB Chavez

A biography of Cesar Chavez, from age ten when he and his family lived happily on their Arizona ranch, to age thirty-eight when he led a peaceful protest against California migrant workers' miserable working conditions.  This book could serve as a supplemental material to Cesar Chavez by Davis which is written in Spanish.  It could help all students better understand his accomplishments and be used in class discussion, class presentations, and research projects.

This biography explores the life of Frederick Douglass including his love of learning, his escape to freedom, and his willingness to speak out against slavery.  Some possible uses include research, role playing, and class discussion concerning the issues of slavery and freedom.

Group Reflection

This assignment was a practical and authentic exercise that made us breathe a sigh of relief and feel like we can actually be media specialists.  It helped us identify a simple way to make the media center an integral part of the curriculum that meets the instructional needs of the teachers and the learning needs of the students.  Creating a bibliography was a feasible task that allowed us to see the ideal of collaboration in a more realistic way.  It also helped Amy identify several areas of the Chase Street collection that are in serious need of updating.  This assignment reminded us of the importance of current non-fiction and that materials should be chosen with curricular needs in mind.  


We feel that we have facilitated access to materials in various formats by developing the bibliography.  Because the Chase Street media center has very few videos, we specifically targeted AV materials in the PINES and GIL catalogs.  We also identified interactive websites related to this GPS because there are three computers in the library and several laptops in most classrooms at Chase.  These electronic resources are available at Chase and become an expansion of the limited media center collection.  Finding good Internet resources was more time consuming than we expected, and we would definitely want to spend more time on that section of the bibliography when preparing it for a teacher.  Because teachers face great time constraints and have so many demands placed on them each day, we believe they are much more likely to use resources that have already been identified for them.  Therefore, a bibliography facilitates access to information in a variety of formats for the students.

We definitely found that technology makes this process much more efficient and makes it easier for patrons to locate materials.  Locating books at Chase without the use of technology was not too overwhelming because the collection is so small.  However, we would have never had time to search the public library or university library to find supplemental resources.  Through searching the PINES catalog, we discovered that it has a Just for Kids icon to aid students in searching, which we will definitely teach our students about.  We were also able to identify subject headings through the use of GIL, PINES, and the Chase Street OPAC.  This assignment helped Amy realize that electronic resources are going to be very important in her media center in order to have current information available to students.  Because of the significance of these resources, she plans to add them to her database with active links and partial MARC records to make it easier for her students and teachers to find and use them.

Mary Ann’s comment that, “Your media center program will never be able to purchase everything you need” is truly an understatement when it comes to the Chase Street collection.  We found a great number of books that had copyright dates in the 1940s-60s and had no cover illustrations or book covers.  We also found that the video collection consisted of about ten titles, most of which are fiction.  The Spanish materials occupy one tiny shelf in a school where Hispanic students make up 43% of the total student population.  It would be irresponsible to ignore external resources and not make connections with other libraries and the larger library community.  During this assignment, we learned that a PINES library card is available free of charge to every Georgia citizen.  We also discovered that you can search the PINES catalog from any location and that you can search all of the 249 libraries that it represents.  If materials are found at any of the locations in the Athens Regional Library System (and there are ten) then it will be easy to borrow them in a face to face interaction.  However, we also read the interlibrary loan information on the PINES site to see how resources can be borrowed by the Athens Regional Library System for a patron from other library networks.  We were amazed that there is a University of Georgia Interlibrary Loan Department and also read the procedures for requesting a resource through that department.  However, we did notice that this service is only available for UGA students, faculty, and staff, so we’ll just have to find a way to stick around forever.  (  We feel much more comfortable with the ideas of resource sharing and our knowledge of interlibrary loans after creating the bibliography.


A bibliography is an obvious example of resource alignment, but it reminded us of several important things to do that might have otherwise been forgotten.  First of all, it emphasized the importance of including teachers, administrators, and other staff members in the selection and ordering processes.  They are much more likely to use resources that they have requested and have already determined how the resources fit into their curriculum.  Ordering should not be a guessing game on the part of the media specialist but should be a collaborative effort that involves as many teachers as possible in order to make the most of the resources purchased.  Secondly, the bibliography reminded us of the importance of becoming more familiar with the Georgia Performance Standards and the curriculum being taught in our schools in order to incorporate information literacy and identify needed resources.  We also realized that materials must be related to this curriculum and must be current and accurate in order for the media center to be an integral part of the school’s educational goals.  Information literacy could be incorporated into instruction on this GPS by teaching lessons on how to locate different resources (i.e. biographies, Dewey numbers, use of OPAC) and how to evaluate materials based on copyright date, fact v. opinion, and fiction v. nonfiction.  Project-based and resource-based teaching are two instructional strategies that could be used to incorporate information literacy into this unit.  


Overall, we learned a great deal from creating this bibliography based on a third grade GPS.  We are excited that it will likely be used in the coming school year and wanted to make it as authentic as possible.  This assignment definitely helped us identify a way to contribute to the curriculum and aid student learning completing a task that we are comfortable with.  We discovered many important things about the Chase Street collection, used the Chase OPAC successfully, learned more about cataloging procedures, added to our knowledge of PINES and GIL, and developed a tool that will assist teacher instruction and student learning.
